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To become an outstanding education centre that provides a student-oriented curriculum in arts
and technology which aims at satisfying the needs of secondary students in their quest for an all-

round education.
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To foster a close relationship with partner schools in order to develop a school-based and
student-oriented curriculum for the quality education of our students; and to encourage

professional development of our staff for the enhancement of arts and technology education.
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The Arts & Technology Education Centre was formerly known as the Practical Education
Centre, which was established by the Education Department in 1986. To reflect more accurately
the nature of the Centre in terms of the subjects provided, it was renamed Arts & Technology
Education Centre in 2004. The Centre now mainly offers arts and technology courses to public
sector schools without the facilities. The “Makerspace’ has been set up in October 2017 to promote

STEAM education and opened for all secondary and primary schools.
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The Centre mainly offers Design & Technology, Technology & Living and Visual Arts
courses for Secondary 1 to 3 students of our partner schools. During the period from 2002 to 2012,
the Centre started to offer senior secondary Visual Arts courses, Applied Learning courses, Music
courses and Design & Applied Technology courses. In 2022/23, three DSE Design & Applied
Technology courses, seven DSE Music courses and nine DSE Visual Arts courses are offered.
Students from eight partner schools and over forty government, aided and direct subsidy secondary

schools have been arranged to attend classes at our Centre.
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Our Centre has twenty-seven fully equipped teaching areas, including two Music rooms, three
Technology Laboratories, six workshops for Design & Technology, eight Technology & Living
rooms, six Visual Arts rooms, one Ceramic Room and one Kiln Room. Since the completion of the
School Improvement Programme in 2004, the Centre has been equipped with a Conference Room,
a Multi-purpose Area, and a lift for the disabled participating activities at the Centre. As invited by
the Curriculum Development Institute, a STEM Centre was established for promoting STEM
education. “Maker Space” provides advanced facilities and equipment for teachers to use as well
as launching STEM-related learning activities for students so as to further provide quality learning

and teaching at the Centre.
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The School Management Committee has been formed since 1995. There are eight committee
members: Chairperson appointed by the Education Bureau, two Independent Members, two

Principals from Partner Schools, two Teacher Representatives and the Principal of the Centre.
